L CALL TO ORDER

Mayor O’Brien called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

II. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor O’Brien asked that the pledge be dedicated to Capt. Bob Beskind, who recently passed away.

Mr. Royle reported on a successful effort by the Code Enforcement Officer to recover payments made
by a local couple to an unlicensed contractor.

C. Planning Board: Interview of Candidates for the Position of Senior Alternate:
Mr. Greg Crum, Mr. Michael Hale and Mr. Jay Jubert briefly explained their backgrounds.
Vice Mayor Helhoski said all were clearly qualified.

Mayor O’Brien was concerned that Mr. Crum’s appointment would make the second member actively
involved in real estate.

Vice Mayor Helhoski nominated Mr. Michael Hale.

D. Preparations for City’s 50™ Birthday Celebration: Review of Proposed Events

Ms. Jill Atwood of the South Beaches Council of the Chamber of Commerce explained the calendar of
events for the four-night celebration and introduced Mr. Mitch Hall, a professional event planner, who
is assisting with the events. Examples of banners for the celebration were presented, along with photos
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of other events Mr. Hall has been involved in planning. Ms. Atwood also invited Vice Mayor Helhoski
to join the committee, and he accepted.

E. Sewer Improvements Project: Update Report by Mr. Mickhael Sulayman of the
County Utility Department

Mr. Sulayman offered a presentation explaining the project’s background, funding, progress to date,
and various action items remaining.

Patricia Gill, 218 B Street, had understood that the County would provide some relief on impact fees
for connecting to the system and said this has not been so in her case. She was also concerned with the
non-gravity fed sewers.

Mr. Sulayman said he believed none of the financial relief would be available until construction was
complete and ready for citizens to tie into. The County and DEP, he said, require portable generator
backup for stations.

F. Application for Special Event: Surf Festival for National Kidney Foundation

Ms. Lynn Kluger asked for approval of a four-day pro-am surf festival during the last week in June to
benefit the National Kidney Foundation. She and the event organizers felt this would bring a number of
people to the City and could become an annual event.

Mayor O’Brien asked about the effect of erosion at the pier and about plans for crowd control. A
temporary stairway down to the beach was proposed by the organizers, as well as shuttles for remote
parking.

Commissioner Charles noted that staff had not been able to review the event plans. Chief Hedges said
he had met with the organizers and did not anticipate any problems.

12. Veterans’ Memorial at Lakeside Park: Request for Approval to Raise Money by
Selling Bricks

Mr. John Reardon, 3560 CR-214, St. Johns, said he had been working with Capt. Bob Beskind on plans
for a Veterans’ Memorial at Lakeside Park. The project, he said, is supported by the South Beaches
Council of the Chamber of Commerce and the Civic Association. The estimated cost of the stone
memorial was $5,000, Mr. Reardon said, and he asked that funds from the sale of bricks be accepted by
the City.
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Mayor O’Brien noted that a request had been made to change the park name to Lakeside Memorial
Park. Commissioner Charles suggested a flagpole be placed in that area.

Vice Mayor Helhoski asked to move Item 14 ahead of Item 6 so that parking of boats and RVs could
be discussed at about the same time. There was no objection.

VIII. COMMISSIONER COMMENTS

Mayor O’Brien reported on the Tourist Development Committee meeting and said that Congressman
Mica had invited any interested Commissioners to attend an emergency meeting on May 19 in Deland.
He noted that Mr. Peppe of Villa del Rey has asked for increased police patrols in his neighborhood due
to recent vandalism.

Approval of Minutes of April 7, 2008 regular meeting and April 21, 2008 special meeting.

Commissioner George asked to amend the [April 21%] minutes to reflect the request for cost quotes for
moving and storage of City records.

Vice Mayor Helhoski reported that a citizen had requested more trash cans along the Boulevard. Mr.
Chattin agreed to place them where needed. Vice Mayor Helhoski also commented that many people
are enjoying Splash Park.

Commissioner Charles: No report.
Commissioner George reported attending the Turtle Town event and said it was successful.

Commissioner Terrill said there is still no beach agreement with the County, but lifeguard placements
are satisfactory.

City Attorney Dobson noted proposals from attorneys Jim Wilson and Mark Parsons who handle
forfeitures. The Police Chief had reviewed them, and Mr. Dobson recommended Mr. Parsons’ proposal
because it has a flat rate, which would make budgeting easier.

Motion: to authorize the police to enter into an agreement with Mr. Mark Parsons, Action: Approve,
Moved by Mayor Rich O'Brien, Seconded by Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

Gary Larson said he will have finalization of the Comprehensive Plan amendments for mixed use
zoning at the June meeting.

Marc Chattin: No report.

Chief Hedges noted some further car burglary problems and recommended citizens lock their cars. He
announced that May 19" through June 1™ will be seatbelt enforcement weeks and commented that two
officers have just completed bike training and will be patrolling on the bike soon.

Max Royle asked to delay his usual long-range finance report due to the changing economy and the
effects of Amendment 1. He hoped to have more accurate figures soon. He reported that he had met
with a traffic engineer regarding continuation of the 11" Street sidewalk on south side. A wedding
permit fee had recently been paid , he said, but the wedding had been canceled and the individual had
requested a refund. There was consensus to allow the refund.

IX. PUBLIC HEARINGS

1. Casa de Contera Subdivision: Consideration of City’s Request to Vacate West End of
Agnes Circle
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There was no public comment.

Mr. Chattin explained that the reason for vacating this right-of-way is to address paving and drainage
problems and that the property owner is agreeable to the vacation.

Motion: to approve the request, Action: Approve, Moved by Commissioner Frank Charles, Seconded
by Commissioner Edward George.

2. Ordinance 08-06, Public Hearing and Second Reading: to Allow Massage Therapy
Services at Farmers’ Market

Mr. Dobson read Ordinance 08-06 by title only. There was no public comment.

Motion: to approve Ordinance 08-06 on second reading , Action: Approve, Moved by Vice Mayor
Brud Helhoski, Seconded by Mayor Rich O’Brien

Vote: Motion carried by unanimous voice vote (summary: Yes = 5).
Yes: Commissioner Don Terrill, Commissioner Edward George, Commissioner Frank Charles,
Mayor Rich O'Brien, Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

3. Ordinance 08-07, Public Hearing and Second Reading: to Change the City’s Tree
Regulations

Mr. Dobson read Ordinance 08-07 by title only.

Mr. Chuck Lippi, the City’s consulting master arborist, stated that this is a progressive ordinance.
While some things are missing, he said, changes could be made later.

Commissioner George asked why language providing fines for tree companies was not included in the
ordinance. Mr. Dobson explained that a tree service cutting trees in violation of City code would be
prosecuted by the State Attorney at the request of the Building Official. The Code Enforcement Board,
he said, can only assess fines against the property owner and can impose liens on the property.

Mr. Larson said he would now start licensing tree removal services. Commissioner George asked that
companies illegally cutting trees be prosecuted.

Commissioner George noted two instances where an inspector refused to permit removal of a tree, but
Mr. Larson subsequently allowed it. He asked if Mr. Lippi should be consulted in such cases. Mr.
Dobson said that there were stricter requirements under the proposed ordinance.

Mr. Lippi suggested enhanced fines, but Mr. Dobson said State law governs the maximum fines that
Code Enforcement Boards can impose. Other cities do this, Mr. Lippi said. Mr. Dobson said the
proposed ordinance imposes daily fines for non-compliance, so there can be cumulative fines.

Motion: to approve Ordinance 08-07 on second reading,Action: Approve, Moved by Commissioner
Edward George, Seconded by Mayor Rich O'Brien.
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Vote: Motion carried by unanimous voice vote (summary: Yes = 5).

4. Ordinance 08-08, Public Hearing and Second Reading: to Amend the Future Land Use
Map to Change the Land Use for the City-Owned Sections of the Maratea Subdivision

from Planned Unit Development to Parks and Recreation

Mr. Dobson read the ordinance by title only. There was no public comment.

Mr. Royle said that if a grant is requested for purchase of this land, extra points for the grant could be
earned.

Motion: to approve Ordinance 08-08 on second reading, Action: Approve, Moved by Commissioner
Frank Charles, Seconded by Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

Vote: Motion carried by unanimous voice vote (summary: Yes = 5).
Yes: Commissioner Don Terrill, Commissioner Edward George, Commissioner Frank Charles,
Mayor Rich O'Brien, Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

X. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Andrea Samuels of the Civic Association commented on the scheduled Wednesday concerts.

Steve Mitherz, 17 Sea Oaks Dr., said the traffic signal at A Street working well. He noted no response
from the County on the beach interlocal agreement, and Mr. Dobson said he had been unsuccessful in
reaching the Assistant County Attorney. Mr. Royle said he would contact Mr. Cameron, and Mayor
O’Brien said he would speak with Commissioner Manuel.

Patricia Gill, 218 B St., pointed out an article on comprehensive plans, and in particular concerns
about hurricane evacuation. She noted that only two Florida counties, Bay and St. Johns, could no
longer meet the State recommended minimum standards for evacuation times.

Ann Palmquist, 213 10" St., supported Mr. Lippi’s proposals, but Mr. Dobson noted that as a Code
Enforcement member, she should not discuss any particular case.

XI. CONSENT

XII. OLD BUSINESS
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5. Regulating Transient Lodging Facilities: Review of Proposed New Ordinance from the

City Attorney

Since there would be two more public hearings on this ordinance, Mayor O’Brien accepted no public
comments at this time.

Mr. Dobson stated that this ordinance is a compromise. He recommended the attached draft agreement
that spells out that passage of the ordinance will not allow prejudice to the property owners if ordinance
is ever repealed or prejudice to the City for passing the ordinance. He noted that the ordinance number
had been changed from 08-02 to 08-11.

Mr. Dobson said that a list of parties affected as provided by Mr. Rumrell was attached to the
agreement and that a separate list had been prepared by the City of all properties licensed with the State
as of December 2007. Any properties not licensed as of December 30, 2007 would be in violation of
the ordinance.

Mayor O’Brien made a motion to prohibit onsite advertising. Vice Mayor Helhoski felt some signage
may be needed and that these were no different than real estate signs. The motion died for lack of a
second.

Commissioner Terrill suggested the ordinance not be sent to the Planning and Zoning Board until all
nineteen signatures on the agreement had signed it. Mr. Dobson explained that the City would have to
go through their attorney, Mr. Rumrell, to acquire the signatures.

Mayor O’Brien made a motion to provide a minimum rental period of three days. Mr. Dobson
suggested waiting until there have been some appellate court decisions on vacation rentals, as this is a
fairly new issue. The motion died for lack of a second.

Mayor O’Brien made a motion to change the allowable occupancy to include persons over ten years of
age. The motion died for lack of a second.

Motion: to approve the ordinance on first reading but not to send it to Planning and Zoning until all 19
signatures secured, Action: Approve, Moved by Commissioner Don Terrill, Seconded by
Commissioner Frank Charles.

Mr. Dobson read ordinance 08-11 by title only.

Commissioner Charles was concerned that allowing the use only for these owners would unfairly add
to the value of those properties and suggested looking at allowing this use for others in certain sections.

Vice Mayor Helhoski noted that eventually these rentals should be phased out, as the use would
become illegal if it is discontinued.

Mr. Dobson said the ordinance must go to Planning and Zoning for recommendations and would then
have a second reading before the Commission. An ordinance to amend the Comprehensive Plan to
allow these uses in residential zones would then be presented also.

Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).
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Yes: Commissioner Don Terrill, Commissioner Edward George, Commissioner Frank Charles,
Mayor Rich O'Brien, Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

14. Parking of Boats on Private Property: Discussion of Whether to Regulate

Commissioner Charles felt that most boats in the City are properly covered and on private property. He
suggested addressing the total length and height of boats.

Commissioner Helhoski said that parking in the right-of-way is addressed for other vehicles, but
previous Commissions have historically been tough on boats.

Mayor O’Brien asked if there had been many complaints about boats, and Mr. Royle said there had
been very few.

Motion: to take no action, Moved by Mayor Rich O'Brien, Seconded by Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.
Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).

Yes: Commissioner Don Terrill, Commissioner Edward George, Commissioner Frank Charles,
Mayor Rich O'Brien, Vice Mayor Brud Helhoski.

6. Ordinance 08-04, First Reading, to Regulate the Parking of Tractor Trailers, Other Large
Trucks, and Recreational Vehicles

Mr. Dobson read Ordinance 08-04 by title only.

Commissioner Terrill asked why tractor trailers were being addressed with RVs, and Mr. Dobson said
they had been considered by size.

Russ Sullivan, 15 Oak Rd., said he can’t bring his RV to his house except to load it and sometimes is
reported for doing so. He wanted some allowance for loading and unloading and was told this
ordinance allows parking for seven calendar days.

Chris Gentile, 245 Bluebird Lane, commented on the safety of RVs and said the objections were not
based on health and safety issues but only on detracting from the appearance of a neighborhood. The
terms and language in this ordinance, he said, are ambiguous.

Keith Olivieri, 11 Sandpiper Dr., said that RVs detract from beautification and cautioned that once RV
parking standards are lowered, others will follow.

Chris Gentile asked for clarification of the seven-day parking allowance, and Mr. Dobson explained
that this allows seven consecutive days.

Ken Seeley, 2488 A1A South, said he wants to keep his on RV on his property.

Mick Orlando, 311 B St, questioned whether treating RV's and boats the same had been proposed. Mr.
Dobson said that the Commission and the Planning Board have discussed various policies, but this
ordinance came from a search of other cities’ regulations.

Motion: to approve Ordinance 08-04 on first reading, Action: Approve, Moved by Commissioner
Frank Charles, Seconded by Commissioner Edward George.
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
